Our Chapter has approximately one thousand civilian and military members, most of whom live in our local communities.

AFCEA Fort Monmouth has several programs designed to promote Scientific and Engineering Careers.  Many years ago, the grant program was initiated to enable local schools to purchase communications, electronics and computer equipment to support science-oriented programs in these disciplines.  Five grants of up to $1400 each will be awarded in 2011.  The Education Committee will make selections on a competitive basis.  In its evaluation, the Committee will consider the purpose of the grant project in the overall science program, the amount of the grant request, the degree of commitment to achieving the program objective, and the number of students who will benefit from the grant.  Only those proposals which are directed towards supporting the school's electronics, computer science, data processing, automated information systems management and communications programs will be considered.  If you wish to compete for a Grant Award, you are invited to submit a proposal containing the information listed below.  In addition, the Committee will select one submission that is specifically compliant with the intent of the program, as stated above, and make an award of $1750.  In your Grant Request (not to exceed $1400), you should also indicate how you would use the additional $350, if your submission is selected for a $1750 award.

· A description of your project and its objectives, including how the project will be integrated into your overall program. 

· If your grant request is for a component or increment in a larger overall program, identify and describe the specific item to be funded by the grant. 

· Identify the person who will be responsible for implementing the program and provide a brief description of his or her background.

Please address each of the above requirements and limit your proposal to 10 pages, double-spaced.  Finally, the High School Principal must sign the Grant Proposal to signify his or her approval of the project covered by the proposal.

The Scholarship/Grant Committee will make its selections, and the awards will be presented at the Awards Banquet on June 23, 2011.
